Blaming one's circumstances, one's birth right, one's parents, one's environment, is astonishingly
useless. It is uselesmd misleadingindeed it is harmfulfor it takes a person in a direction where
there is almost no help for thermost no way for them to claim the inner power and the freedom
that God has built into their very souls.

Another thing that is often equally useless, equally misleading and equally harmful, is trying to
determine who is to blame for another person's misfertumeh is what the disciples try to do in
today's gospel readingnd what many people, believers and unbelieverdalikeery day.

There is a blindness that is greater than that blindness that Jesus encountered that day as he was |
along the road and came across the man who was borrahlinitlis this far greater blindnefes
more tragic blindnes® f whi ch the entire ninth chapter

In today's reading we see the disciples floundering about for causes for a congenital defect as if thi
would somehow make a difference to them or to him. We see folks who are ditived, talfvho

cannot see at all. We see folks who are more interested in blame than they are in the helping and t
i ing that Christ brings. Jesus makes clear that suffering is not always directly

al sin. And even where sin has led directly to suffering, Jesus makes it clear tha
d be like Hane of compassion and of love.
