Good People of Epiphany,

As a parish we prepare now to observe
Holy Week. The Church offers us Holy
Week as the quietest week of our year,
yet it also is intended to be the most
important. Epiphany is a parish that has
grown almost legendary across the
Archdiocese for its size and nearly
continual flurry of activity. Maybe more
than most, we need this time to be still.

The holy events that we are about to

commemorate demand and deserve our
undistracted attention. This is the week
where we grow more clearly to see that

“one thing is needful” —and when we
do that, then we are better able to
“choose the better part” (Luke 10:42).
This is where we learn to set other
things aside. It demands a concentrated
effort.

Lent provides families a wonderful opportunity to share the beauty and importance of
their faith with their children. It is a time in our Church year that gives parents the
chance to infuse in their children a sense of love and anticipation. There are a number
of things that parents can do with their children to increase their understanding of this
season. First, celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation with your children. This
sacrament of forgiveness is a wonderful way to highlight to your children the power of

God’s love.

Another activity is the practice of almsgiving. Suggest to your children to share a
portion of their allowance with a charity of their choice. Lent is a great time to start this
practice, and parents could enhance it by providing matching funds.

Most important, enhance your family prayer life. Pray and discuss the Sorrowful
Mysteries, attend the Stations of the Cross, or make Church your family’s priority
during Holy Week. From the celebration of the Last Supper on Holy Thursday, the
Veneration of the Cross on Good Friday, and the lighting of the Easter Candle at the
Easter Vigil, attending these ceremonies can instill the beauty of the Triduum and the

time to heal — and sometimes all of our effort and attention.

It’s the same way with grieving. There comes a time when we just have to set aside
everything else and tend to the hole in our heart. Just because we are not doing all of
the activities that we usually do, it doesn’t mean that we have grown idle.

So too it is with this Holy Week. We take the time to let go of our usual day-to-day
activities. The Church invites us to step back and to linger for a good, long while at

So often we wish we didn’t have to be occupied with such activities as healing and

42sorrow and grieving. In the same manner, it’s understandable that it might be

difficult for us to take some time to remember how our Lord was betrayed and left
to suffer and die. It’s natural to wonder why it’s all necessary and why God would
have allowed such a thing.

One spiritual writer suggests that if, instead of facing the shame and seeming failure,

ayJesus would have “turned his back upon Calvary, healed his own wounds by a

miracle, and vanquished his enemies, people would have feared him for all time, but
they would not have loved him.”

That is a thought for which it is worth setting aside all else to contemplate. We begin
by setting aside the sacred moments of the Triduum. It is finished when in love we
have offered to our Savior every part of our lives.

Caring at Epiphany

Lenten Regulations

The Christian faithful are to do penance
through prayer, fasting, abstinence, and by
exercising works of piety and charity. All
Fridays through the year, and especially
during Lent, are penitential days.
Abstinence from meat is to be observed by
all Catholics 14 years and older, on Ash
Wednesday, and on all Fridays of Lent.
Fasting is to be observed on Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday by all
Catholics who are 18 years of age, but not
yet 59. Those who are bound by this may
take only one full meal. Two smaller meals
are permitted if necessary to maintain
strength according to one’s needs, but
eating solid foods between meals is not
permitted, but liquids are allowed. The
obligation does not apply to those whose
health or ability to work would be seriously
affected. Catholics should not lightly excuse
themselves from these prescribed minimal
penitential practices.
