R eflections from the Father Hennen 

Faithful Stewards of Epiphany, 

This coming Tuesday, 159 young men 
and women from our parish will receive 
the sacrament of Confirmation at the 
Cathedral in St. Paul. Of all the seven 
sacraments, it is this sacrament that can 
be a bit confusing. If you go down the list 
of the other sacraments – Baptism, 
Reconciliation, Eucharist, Marriage, Holy 
Orders, Anointing of the Sick – most 
people can explain the purpose for each 
of these. But if you ask someone to 
explain the purpose of the sacrament of 
Confirmation, there is some uncertainty.   

Years ago, this sacrament was seen as 
making a young person a solder of Christ. 
More recently, the emphasis was that this 
sacrament is a sign of maturity in the 

Catholic faith. For some young people 
receiving the sacrament, they think it is a 
graduation from religious education.  

A good way to describe this sacrament is 
to see it in its relationship to Baptism. In 
Baptism, the Holy Spirit begins to dwell 
within us. Confirmation celebrates that 
the Holy Spirit has been present in us 
but it also does something more. It 
makes us more like Christ and 
strengthens us to continue God’s work 
through the gifts of the Holy Spirit; 
wisdom, understanding, knowledge, 
counsel, fortitude, piety and fear of the 
Lord.  

These gifts couldn’t come at a more

important time in the life of these young people. I remember when I was confirmed in 
1980. The world has changed dramatically since then and our young people live in a 
much more difficult world today. For me, life seemed simple back in 1980 compared to 
now.  

Fortunately, the time of preparation they receive for this sacrament can really have an 
impact in their lives. Most of these young people were baptized as infants so this time of 
preparation has allowed them to recall their baptismal promises and the meaning of 
being a disciple of Christ. They are also beginning to realize they are entering a stage in 
their life where their faith is becoming their own. Once they leave home, suddenly their 
faith is what they choose it to be. No one is going to be there to tell them what to do. 
No one will be there to wake them up for Mass on Sunday. Soon, they will be expected 
to make many choices and decisions. 

One of the most important decisions these young people are going to make in their life 
is their vocation. When I say vocation, I am talking about how God is calling them to 
live out the rest of their life – as a married person, as a priest or religious, or as a 
consecrated single person. 

The only person who can figure out what God is calling them to is that person. We as 
priests, parents, grandparents, and friends can help them and pray for them but in the 
end, it is between them and God. God doesn’t reveal it to them in an e-mail or 
voicemail or text message. God wants them to pray and listen. They will use the gift of 
knowledge to learn about all the vocations. They will use the gift of wisdom to 
understand how God is working in their life. They will use the gift of fortitude to 
courageously do what God is calling them to do. 

When you think about it, so much of our faith is about choice. God doesn’t force us to 
do anything. God wants us to choose Him. If we choose not to live the way God wants 
us to live, then we are probably going to live by the ways of the world. Yet, we all know 
there are consequences for all of our choices. A person who chooses to follow God and 
be a disciple of Christ, they will find peace and happiness and joy. You can’t find that 
any other way. 

These young men and women are entering a stage in their life that offers them much 
promise and hope. We pray that their reception of this sacrament of Confirmation 
makes them more like Christ.

―...the sheep follow him because they recognize his voice.‖ If Jesus is to be our shepherd we must 
learn to recognize his voice. How do we do that? Learning to hear the voice of God in today’s busy 
world is not easy.
