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Good People of Epiphany, 

Long, long ago, in my years as a boy in a Catholic school, I remember there were certain 

places around the parish where we as children were forbidden to go. We were not allowed in 

the boiler room or in the storage tunnels beneath the school. We were not allowed to go up 

into the steeple tower. We were never to go near the janitorõs closet. Generally, we were told 

to avoid all of those dark places where one would be most likely to find rats and spider 

webs. They never let us have any fun.  

This weekend all of my stifled, boyhood fun gets to come out. Friday and Saturday evening, 

May 2 and 3, the school gym will be darkened and the curtain will go up for the Epiphany 

Drama Arts production of òFriendly Salutations.ó Itõs a play based on the story of 

òCharlotteõs Web.ó But donõt let the friendly sounding title deceive you. It will be dark and 

there will be a rat and there will be spiders.  

It actually is a very heart-warming story with some beautifully Christian themes. Itõs a tale of 

compassion, devotion, friendship, sacrifice, and the miracle and dignity of life.  

If you are not familiar with the story, and you donõt want me to spoil the ending, donõt read 

any further. Itõs a play about a spider named Charlotte who, out of friendship for a runty 

spring pig named Wilbur, tries to save him from being smoked for Christmas dinner. 

Charlotte does this by spelling words in her magical web, proving that Wilbur is far too 

special and too valuable to have his life cut short so soon.  

At first, Charlotte finds her web-spinning for Wilbur to be great fun, but each successive 

word that she spins demands from her greater and greater effort. By the end of the story, we 

see that Charlotte has completely spent herself in friendship to Wilbur. We come to learn 

that Charlotte is dying and actually has shortened her own lifespan so that Wilbur could live.  

I congratulate the children and our school for presenting a play with such a powerful 

message. Anyone who is serious about loving in a genuine way knows that love is by nature 

very demanding. It is never enough simply to love when it feels good. True devotion must 

cost us. True love must be willing to endure to the end and to surrender all.  

All of those who work closely with parish life and with the challenges of Catholic schooling 

understand this lesson too. If we are to keep the mission of Jesus Christ not only alive, but 

effective and on fire, then itõs not enough to give only when it is convenient or when the 

mood strikes. Giving of ourselves must become a habit, a vocation, a way of life. It touches 

and strengthens my heart to see so many of you who, in imitation of Christ, have recognized 

a holy purpose for your life in supporting this parish and school.  

Even people who donõt like spiders will acknowledge that there is something beautiful about 

a spiderõs web. Have you ever seen one covered with dew and sparkling in the morning sun? 

Iõm always awed by the geometric precision and order. Thatõs how it is with giving of 

ourselves. Even when we find it hard to give, thereõs something about the beauty and the 

order it creates in our own lives and all around us ð if only we can love that deeply.  

Congratulations to the school on a great production. Thanks to all of you for what we as 

Epiphany can do for our children, for one another, even for strangers. The mystery of the 

Eucharist reminds us that Jesus is made present among us through our sacrificial love.

What Is a Disciple? 

In todayõs gospel Jesus sends the Eleven out to make disciples of all nations. What does it 
mean to be a disciple? In ancient Greek society the term disciple was used to describe a pupil 
or apprentice of a wise man. Disciples were seekers of knowledge and wisdom. In the Greek 
philosophical schools a disciple was a person who submitted himself to a gifted teacher. This 
discipling process involved a close relationship with and dependence upon the philosopher. 

To be a disciple of Jesus we need to have a close relationship with him and a dependence 
upon him. As disciples we study his teachings, we live his commandments, and we joyfully 
share his love with others. Then we in turn must go out and share this with others.  

One of the easiest ways to share our faith with others is to live a life of Christian joy. Do 
your actions tell others that the love of God is within you? Does your speech build up or 
does it tear down? Are you generous with the blessings you have been given?
