Good People of Epiphany,  

Epiphany needs to play. Letõs have some 
fun. Thanks be to God, itõs time again 
for SpringFest!  

Merry-making should be one of the most 
evident of activities at Epiphany. I 
believe that one of the main reasons that 
people are so reluctant to come to 
church is that they donõt see joy at the 
heart of what we do. Play and festivity 
should be as central to our worship as 
Christians as anything else.  

Itõs so easy for us to forget, in our chore-
filled and toil-driven lives, that the joy of 
play is Godõs gift to us. Certainly, we 

should be serious about everything that 
we do, but thatõs all the more reason to 
have some serious playtime. Like 
everything else, we need to take our play 
seriously! God tells us in the Third 
Commandment; òRemember the Sabbath 
day, keep it holy.ó It should strike us as 
odd that God doesnõt have to command 
us to work, but He does have to 
command us to rest and to play! 

Speaking about play, last weekend our 
Epiphany school drama arts department 
put on its annual play. It could never be 
possible to count up all of the hours that 
went into preparing the sets and the
