Stewardship Alive

This Wednesday is Ash Wednesday, which marks the beginning of Lent. Epiphany always 
sees many people attending Mass on Ash Wednesday, even though it is not a Holy Day of 
Obligation. Why do we put such importance on the ritual of ashes on Ash Wednesday? 
There are references as far back as the Old Testament to the use of ashes as showing 
penitence. The prophet Jeremiah states, ―O daughter of my people, gird on sackcloth, roll in 
ashes.‖ (Jeremiah 6:26) The prophet Daniel pleaded with God to save Israel using sackcloth 
and ashes as a sign of repentance. ―I turned to the Lord God, pleading in earnest prayer, with 
fasting, sackcloth, and ashes.‖ (Daniel 9:3)  

The early Church, dating as early as 960, used to sprinkle ashes on the heads of the men and 
make the sign of the cross with ashes on the foreheads of women. Eventually, the practice 
changed to the sign of the cross for all. In the twelfth century is when the Church began 
creating the ashes by burning the palms from the previous Palm Sunday. 

This long-held Ash Wednesday tradition continues to call us to the conversion history that 
marks the season of Lent. We are asked to spend these forty days preparing to renew our 
Baptismal promises at Easter. During this coming Lenten season, pray to our Lord to turn 
our hearts and minds to Him with sincere repentance and renew our lives with His grace.

Good People of Epiphany,  

There is a concept in ancient Japanese 
culture known as wabi-sabi. It’s a 
concept that resists literal translation 
into English. Roughly, wabi-sabi refers to 
a sort of an aesthetic or even a world-
view that appreciates that there is 
beauty in things that are imperfect, 
impermanent, or incomplete. 

For example, wabi-sabi recognizes that 
there is something beautiful about a 
fading, dying leaf that has fallen from a 
tree. It finds something appealing about 
an old rock that is splintered, half-
buried in the dirt, and covered with 
moss. 

Someone with a wabi-sabi outlook would 
not throw away a porcelain teacup just 
because it has a chip in it or the handle 
is cracked. Quite the opposite, the 
chipped teacup would be valued even 
more. It would be cherished as a teacup 
that is unique – a teacup that, beneath 
its artificial orderliness, reveals to us 
something about its inner essence. It is 
a teacup that has shown us something 
deep about its nature and destiny and 
something about our own nature and 
destiny. 

Wabi-sabi teaches us that there are some 
aspects of the beauty of God that can

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be revealed to us only through us through imperfections. If we can behold beauty in 
our grandparent’s wrinkle or in the interminable dripping of our kitchen faucet then, 
as the concept teaches us, we are not far from beholding a more ultimate and 
authentic beauty. 

Anything that can arouse within us a sense of spiritual yearning or even bring to our 
spirits a sense of serene melancholy is wabi-sabi. Wabi-sabi is anything that helps us to 
see that nothing but God is perfect, nothing is complete, and nothing lasts. If we can 
find cause for joy in whatever flaws, blemishes, and limitations we find around us – 
that’s wabi-sabi. 

Wabi-sabi might be a good concept for us to study and meditate upon as we begin our 
season of Lent. The fasting, penance, and almsgiving of Lent is not prescribed to 
make us gloomy and miserable. Lent is offered to us to awaken within us a deeper 
awareness of grace, goodness, and the splendor of God around us. 

It might be a good concept for us to reflect on as we are sitting down for yet another 
macaroni-and-cheese dinner during one of the upcoming Friday in Lent. It may not 
be what your appetite most craves at that moment. Still the simple meal has a beauty 
all its own and in many ways can be far more satisfying than the greatest banquet ever 
set before a king. 

Lent is a season that also casts light on our own imperfections. Wabi-sabi can help us 
to find the grace of God working within us. It can remind us, as the Book of Genesis 
teaches, that we were created ―and God saw that it was good‖ – not perfect, but 
good. 

Wabi-sabi is having ashes smeared on your forehead. It’s not the tidiest thing to do 
and people might look at you and wonder why you are walking around so soiled and 
blemished. Don’t wipe it off. You’re helping them to behold a more ultimate and 
authentic form of beauty. 

We kick off our Lent with Ash Wednesday this week. I hope it can be a time for us, 
amidst all of the struggles and efforts of our imperfect world and lives, in which we 
can truly grow in the grace and beauty of God all around us. 

God’s best to you in the holy season of Lent,

Worship at Epiphany 
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It's unlikely that anyone has wished you "Happy Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time!" And I doubt that any 
Hallmark store carries fancy cards celebrating the Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time. It is Valentine's Day, 
and many cards and chocolates will be proffered to loved ones on this day named after a martyred 
Roman priest whose feast has become synonymous with the celebration of love. 

While St. Valentine's Day is in full swing, this is also the last Sunday before Lent begins. We'll celebrate 
Ash Wednesday in just a few days and renew our traditional Lenten practices of prayer, fasting, and 
almsgiving. Sunday's Gospel can get us ready for that. 

We're used to hearing Matthew's version of the Eight Beatitudes. Luke does things a little differently. He 
gives us only four beatitudes, paralleled by "woes." And Luke is very concrete. If you're poor, you'll be 
rich. If you're rich, you'll be poor. If you're hungry, you'll be filled, and vice versa. Luke's blessings and 
woes provide a good challenge for us as we enter into Lent. Our fasting and almsgiving are directed at 
balancing out that equation of emptying ourselves to help the poor and the hungry. In doing that, we can 
become a blessing to others, and at the same time, bring about less woe in this suffering world. 

So maybe it is appropriate that we celebrate Valentine's Day (and the Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time) 
with a Gospel about blessings and woes. After all, true love isn't always easy; it demands some sacrifice. 
We'll be asked to sacrifice during Lent, placing a demand on our love. May we be as faithful as that 
martyred Roman priest, whose name has come to symbolize love, who imitated his Master, by giving up
