When I was a little girl, Lent was the time of the year to give up sweets. Back in the 60's, however, 
sugary delights weren't as plentiful as they are today. In the course of the 40 days of Lent, I may have 
had to deny myself at most twice a week. One year, I decided really to make Lent a challenge: I would 
do everything my mom asked immediately. Needless to say, that didn't work so well. The next year I 
was back to giving up sweets again. 

As an adult, I grew to understand that Lent isn't meant to be easy. For 40 days we are to join Jesus in 
His way of the Cross toward Good Friday and the crucifixion. It is through sacrifice and self-denial -- 
through selfless acts of kindness, in giving of our selves through our stewardship efforts, in prayer, 
and in imitation of our Lord's self-gift in the Eucharist, that we participate in our Lord's saving work. 

This year, as I take another step toward the Cross, I invite God to bring me an awareness of those 
things that distract me from a wholehearted return to Him. Through a commitment to prayer and with 
God's grace, I hope to resist all that might distract me from that goal. I will place my hands on the 
Cross and help to carry it. Through my prayer, I will be given the insight and grace to become an 
empty vessel, desiring only to be filled with Him. 

In the spirit of community, I invite you to place your hands on the cross and look toward Good 

Friday, the day on which we commemorate the death of Jesus Christ on the cross. Then we will be 

better prepared for and more fully realize that wondrous gift of Easter and the resurrection that 

brought salvation to all who would believe.

Lenten Regulations 
Catholics between the ages of 18 and 59 are 
obliged to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good 
Friday. In addition, all Catholics 14 years old 
and older must abstain from meat on Ash 
Wednesday, Good Friday and all the Fridays 
of Lent. Fasting as explained by the U.S. 
bishops means partaking of only one full 
meal. Some food (not equaling another full 
meal) is permitted at breakfast and around 
midday or in the evening—depending on 
when a person chooses to eat the main or full 
meal. Abstinence forbids the use of meat, but 
not of eggs, milk products or condiments 
made of animal fat. These requirements are 
lifted when a person’s health may be 
negatively affected.
