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R eflections from the Father Zehren 

Good People of Epiphany,  

How is Lent going for you? I know, conversion is not easy. Remember the metric system? 
Way back in the ‗70s and ‗80s people worked hard to convert our country to the metric 
system. How stubbornly we resisted. 

It was not an intellectual battle we faced; it was battle of willpower. It‘s easy for most people 
to see why conversion to the metric system would be good for our country. Metric units are 
simpler than standard units. The metric system is a more logical and exact system. It already 
has been accepted universally by every other major country. It would make good sense for us 
to convert. Still, we never have been able to muster the will to pull it off. 

I don‘t deny that it would be difficult. It would demand us to make significant changes in 
nearly every aspect of our lives. It would mess with our football. Our season tickets on the 50
-yard line would put us on the 45.72 meter line. All of our favorite recipes would have to be 
scrapped if we could no longer measure in cups or ounces. We would have to be more 
attentive on the highway not to drive over the speed limit of 88.5139 kilometers per hour. 
True conversion asks much of us. 

Even more challenging, conversion to the metric system would have to be a shared and 
collective effort. In other words, it would not be possible for me individually to commit to be 
a metric person while the Department of Motor Vehicles still compels me on my driver‘s 
license to list my height in feet and inches and my weight and pounds. True conversion to the 
metric system would require cooperation and participation from all of us. 

How true that is in parish life as well. So often I hear people say, ―If only everybody were 
committed to supporting our parish through financial gifts. If only everybody were 
committed to supporting our school and youth programs. If only everybody would invite one 
new member to the Church per year. If only everybody knew the blessings of daily prayer. If 
only everybody could commit simply to come to Mass on Sunday!‖ 

We have around 5000 registered families at Epiphany. Such conversion truly would be 
difficult and extraordinary. It would demand us to make changes in nearly every aspect of our 
lives. Yet we know there is much grace and blessings that can never come to us until the 
work of this parish is a more shared and collective effort. 

I remember another significant conversion that our country weathered not long ago. Last 
summer all of our televisions had to be converted from analog to digital. That conversion 
seemed to go smoothly. I guess when it comes to our television viewing habits no price is too 
great to pay. To be fair, converting our TVs to digital was not too demanding. Simply attach a 
converter box and you are good to go. There are such no quick and easy fixes for the 
conversion of our parish and families. 

So as you press forward with your Lenten quest for conversion, please remember your parish. 
It certainly is good for us to seek personal conversion and to make changes in our own 
private habits and lives, but there are some blessings that will not come until we all come 
together as a Body in Christ, with a collective effort, committed and united in heart and 
mind. There are some changes that will require the cooperation and participation of all of us. 

Thanks be to God for the many ways that He helps us to grow strong as His holy people. 
Blessings to Epiphany throughout our journey of Lent!

Lenten Regulations 
Catholics between the ages of 18 and 59 are 
obliged to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good 
Friday. In addition, all Catholics 14 years old 
and older must abstain from meat on Ash 
Wednesday, Good Friday and all the Fridays 
of Lent. Fasting as explained by the U.S. 
bishops means partaking of only one full 
meal. Some food (not equaling another full 
meal) is permitted at breakfast and around 
midday or in the evening—depending on 
when a person chooses to eat the main or full 
meal. Abstinence forbids the use of meat, but 
not of eggs, milk products or condiments 
made of animal fat. These requirements are 
lifted when a person‘s health may be 
negatively affected. 

Divine Mercy Sunday 
Divine Mercy Sunday falls on April 11 this 
year, and Epiphany will be celebrating with a 
service at 2 p.m. that includes the Chaplet of 
Divine Mercy. Following the service in the 
main church, there will be refreshments in 
the meeting rooms.

W orship at Epiphany 
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There are two themes we can take from today‘s 
Gospel. First, Lent is an ideal time "to dig around and fertilize" the tree of our life so that it 
may bring forth fruits. The fruits God expects from us during Lent are repentance, renewal of 
life, and the resulting virtues of love, compassion, mercy, forgiveness, and selfless and humble 
service. These fruits need to be shown to everyone we come in contact with. We can start 
producing fruits in our family by becoming more sensitive to the feelings of others, and by 
accepting each member of the family with love and respect. We become fruit-bearing in the 
community by caring for the poor, the sick, the old, and the lonely. 

Second, the Gospel shows us that our merciful Father always gives us a second chance. The 
prodigal son, returning to the father, was welcomed as a son, not treated as a slave. The 
repentant Peter was made the head of the Church. The persecutor Paul was made the apostle 
to the Gentiles, and the fig tree was given another year in which to bear fruit. During Lent, we, 
too, are given another chance to repent and return to our heavenly Father‘s love. We are also 
expected to give others a second chance when they ask our forgiveness. God would like to use 
each one of us, as the gardener in the parable, to help Him cultivate our families and 
communities and enrich them with grace.
