Good People of Epiphany,  

As a boy I often liked to watch the classic 
game-show ―Family Feud‖ on TV. 
Participants on the show had to try to come 
up with answers, not necessarily which were 
the most true or most based in fact, but 
answers that were most popular according 
to public perception. 

For example, the host would pose a 
question like, ―One-hundred people were 
surveyed – name something you find on a

After you hit the big red game-buzzer, I bet 
for most of you the first answer out of your 
mouth would not be the Rite of Initiation 
of Christian Adults (RCIA). Yet, arguably, 
there is no work more important that we do 
as a parish than RCIA. 

What could be more important than 
bringing to the waters of baptism someone 
who has lived much of their life yet never 
has received the gift through which our 
Lord imparts eternal salvation? What could

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be more important than bringing to the altar someone who never has fed upon the only gift 
that can overcome their death? What can be more important than sponsoring someone in 
their search for ultimate truth and God? What can be more important than bringing someone 
to Christ? 

Compared to so many other of the ministries here at Epiphany, the RCIA ministry is one that 
attracts relatively little attention and participation from the broader parish. That should not 
be. The United States Conference of Catholic Bishops has come out with a statement 
highlighting how imperative it is that every Catholic participates in the work of inviting, 
witnessing, welcoming, catechizing, sponsoring, and praying for new members for our 
parishes. 

Imagine if by the Easter Vigil of next year, 2011, every one of us made the commitment to 
invite one person to come to, or come back to, the Catholic Church. 

It wouldn’t be that hard. I believe that we live in an age when people are coming truly to 
thirst for meaning, truth, and authentic spirituality. Try it once. Bring a matter of faith up in a 
conversation. Watch how willingly people respond. 

I spoke recently to one of our high-school students. He said that he happened to mention to 
his school bus driver that he is a member at Epiphany. The bus driver became very interested 
and asked him, ―I’ve always been wondering about something. Is there anything at your 
parish that could help me with…?‖ The student asked me about it and returned happily to 
the bus driver with an answer and an invitation to come to the parish. 

Fr. Backer recently returned from retreat. On his flight home he offered a few kind words to 
a flight attendant which sparked a conversation. The flight attendant had been away from the 
Church for years. She wrote to Fr. Backer and thanked him. The conversation had renewed 
her interest in the faith and she and her husband have pledged to re-discover their Catholic 
Church. 

There are people all around you who are wishing and waiting for somebody to bring up the 
subject of faith and spirituality. People have questions and wonderings and a great thirst. Do 
them a favor and speak to them about the always interesting and edifying topic of the 
Catholic faith. 

One-hundred Epiphany parishioners were surveyed. Name something you should do before 
the Easter Vigil of 2011. I hope we all come up with the number-one answer. Invite someone 
to come to Epiphany. 

Also, pray for the men and women in our RCIA process. They are coming to an end of a 
journey and soon will be received into full communion with the Catholic Church. Thanks be 
to God! They are a gift of God to all of us.

Lenten Regulations 
Catholics between the ages of 18 and 59 are 
obliged to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good 
Friday. In addition, all Catholics 14 years old 
and older must abstain from meat on Ash 
Wednesday, Good Friday and all the Fridays 
of Lent. Fasting as explained by the U.S. 
bishops means partaking of only one full 
meal. Some food (not equaling another full 
meal) is permitted at breakfast and around 
midday or in the evening—depending on 
when a person chooses to eat the main or full 
meal. Abstinence forbids the use of meat, but 
not of eggs, milk products or condiments 
made of animal fat. These requirements are 
lifted when a person’s health may be 
negatively affected.

Worship at Epiphany 
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The fourth Sunday of Lent marks the midpoint in the Lenten preparation for Easter. 
Traditionally it is called Laetare Sunday (Rejoice Sunday). This Sunday is set aside for us to recall 
God’s graciousness and to rejoice because of it. In many ways we have been dead, but through 
God’s grace we have come to life again; we have been lost, but have now been found. We have 
every reason to rejoice. Hence, each of the three readings characterizes one of the many facets 
of Easter joy. In the first reading, the chosen people of God are portrayed as celebrating, for the 
first time, the feast of their freedom in their own land. Their joy is one of promises fulfilled. The 
second reading joyfully proclaims the effect of Jesus’ saving act as the reconciliation of all 
peoples to the Father. In the gospel, the joy is that of a young son’s ―coming home‖ and 
rediscovering a father’s forgiving and gratuitous love. It is also the story of a loving and 
forgiving father who celebrates the return of his prodigal son by throwing a big party in his 
honor, a banquet celebrating the reconciliation of the son with his father, his family, his 
community and his God. It is really the Parable of the Forgiving Father, the story of divine love 
and mercy for us sinners. It is almost beyond belief. The common theme of joy resulting from 
reconciliation with God and other human beings is announced to all of us present in this church 
– an assembly of sinful people, ready to receive God's forgiveness, and His personal presence as 
a forgiving God in the Holy Eucharist.
