Ray Boltz sings a song that has become a favorite of mine. The refrain goes like this: 

What if I give all I have? What will that gift do? 
My child, a gift like that could change the world, it could feed a multitude. 
He didn’t close his eyes or turn away. I can see him standing tall. 
He saw the need and I can hear him say, ―What if I give all?‖ 

When I contemplate the cross, I see Jesus, arms outstretched, hanging on the cross. He has given 
all.

Good People of Epiphany,  

The rubrics for the Roman Missal instruct 
that, in preparation for the great Easter 
Vigil, ―a blazing fire‖ is to be prepared near 
the church door. I like the Latin words 
better – ―rogus ardens.‖ 

I wish I had known that Latin phrase as a 
teenager. Many summer evenings my 
friends and I would gather at a family lot on 
Beaver Dam Lake in Wisconsin and nearly 
every time we would build a campfire. But, 
of course, we would never be satisfied with 
a mere campfire. What we wanted was a 
―rogus ardens!‖ Somebody would start piling 
on entire tree limbs and yard furniture. We 
wanted flames to penetrate the ozone layer 

and a glow that could be seen from the 
moon. 

What a triumph it seemed as we torched 
the night and let loose our most primal 
screams – thumping our chests like 
cavemen. It was a fire not to be feared but 
celebrated. It was a fire not to destroy but 
to give courage, strength, and life. 

It’s a feeling that comes back to me every 
year as we gather around that Easter fire in 
the church to begin the Easter Vigil. This is 
not a destructive, consuming fire. It’s a 
vitalizing fire, a redeeming fire. It’s a 
triumph. Let us set this fire ablaze for all to 
see and let this fire set us ablaze.

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We have begun our planning for the celebration of Holy Week – the week that begins with 
Palm Sunday and leads us through the Sacred Triduum to the glory of the Easter Vigil and 
Easter Sunday. I pray that in the course of these days a great fire would be sparked in each of 
us as our Lord re-presents to us His saving work – those moments that changed the world. 

As fitting preparation for this sacred time, our parish will offer a day of reconciliation on 
Wednesday, March 25. Priests will be available here at Epiphany from 4 to 8 p.m. to hear 
individual confessions. Our neighbors at St. Stephen’s in Anoka will open their doors to all 
for a similar day of reconciliation. They have scheduled priests to hear confessions from 
noon to 8 p.m. on March 30, Tuesday of Holy Week. 

The Triduum then begins on Holy Thursday with the Mass of the Lord’s Supper at 7:00 p.m. 
Good Friday will be commemorated with Stations of the Cross at 3:00 p.m. and the 
Celebration the Lord’s Passion at 7:00 p.m. You also are invited to join us on Holy Thursday, 
Good Friday, and Holy Saturday at 8:00 a.m. as we gather each morning to pray Lauds 
(morning prayer). 

Then the fire will be lit as the Easter Vigil, the mother of all vigils, highest among all 
celebrations in our Church year, begins at 8:00 on Saturday evening. On this one Saturday of 
the year there is no 5:30 evening Mass. The Universal Church holds in the strictest sense that 
this most holy of vigils must not begin before nightfall. Easter Sunday we will offer Masses at 
7:15, 8:45, 10:30, and 12:15. There is no 5:30 p.m. Mass scheduled on Easter Sunday. 

I began Lent thinking what an anomaly the season is. Lent starts out with ashes and ends 
with fire. From a natural perspective it seems backwards, but from the perspective of grace it 
makes perfect sense. The fire of God’s grace has been kindled and it is a fire that will never 
die down. It must be stoked ever higher. 

I hope you can join us in these holy days to come. As you do, I know your hearts and souls 
will be warmed and set ablaze.

In addition, all Catholics 14 years old 
and older must abstain from meat on Ash 
Wednesday, Good Friday and all the Fridays 
of Lent. Fasting as explained by the U.S. 
bishops means partaking of only one full 
meal. Some food (not equaling another full 
meal) is permitted at breakfast and around 
midday or in the evening—depending on 
when a person chooses to eat the main or full 
meal. Abstinence forbids the use of meat, but 
not of eggs, milk products or condiments 
made of animal fat. These requirements are 
lifted when a person’s health may be 
negatively affected.

Worship at Epiphany 
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Once again we have a well-known and familiar Gospel story proposed for our Lenten reflection. The 
account of the woman caught in the act of adultery is something that we can all relate to. She was found 
out-discovered-publicly shamed. It happens to most of us at some point in our lives, usually when we are 
young. We do something wrong, and get caught. And then we have to endure the humiliation of our 
wrongful act being known by others. It is expected that we will learn from our mistakes, but that doesn't 
always happen. 

On the other hand, we're sometimes like the scribes and the Pharisees who bring the accusation. We 
discover something we can hold against another. Occasionally it is a secret knowledge that can fester in 
our hearts. At other times, it is a public shame that we do not hesitate to propagate for our own 
advantage. For whatever reason-vengeance, jealousy, mean-spiritedness-we want offenders to "get what's 
coming to them." 

Maybe in the end, the story of the woman caught in adultery is to invite us to be neither sinner nor judge. 
Maybe the point of the story is to act like Jesus. Could we put ourselves in his role? He extends mercy, 
but he also proposes expectations ("do not sin anymore"). 

These past three Sundays before Holy Week have been about God giving us time. The fig tree that was 
allowed to grow another year, the prodigal son who was allowed to come back home, and the woman 
who was not condemned, were all given another chance. We all want that second chance when we sin. 
This Sunday's Gospel would suggest if we're going to follow Christ, we have to give another chance to
