Children love Easter. One young boy told 
me a joke – “How much does the Easter 
Bunny get for making an Easter basket?”

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Attending Sunday Mass as a family, obviously, is most basic. Beyond that, I encourage 
parents to bring the little ones to Epiphany well before Mass starts. Come early and wander 
around a bit. Show the children the vigil candles, statues, and the stained glass windows. 
Watch how their eyes light up with wonder. 

Then, stay until Mass is over – after the priest processes out and the recessional hymn is over. 
We should never give our children the message that Mass and communion with God is 
something that we can hardly wait to be done with. How beautiful it is to see a family kneel 
down together after Mass has ended to offer a special family “thank you” to God. 

As a family you might want to come to Mass during the week to commemorate special events 
– anniversaries of baptisms, your child’s patron feast day, or wedding anniversaries, for 
example. Maybe you could plan special family pilgrimages on certain days as well. I heard of 
one young man who, as part of his Confirmation service hours, planned a family outing to a 
local religious site. He had the family pray the rosary on the drive there and planned fun 
activities for his younger siblings once they arrived. 

When you are on family vacation you also might want to include stops at religious sites. 
Maybe there is a shrine or monastery that you could visit on the way to your destination. 
Then you can share impressions and thoughts of your experience once you get back on the 
road. 

At home, remember prayers before meals. Take turns offering special intentions. Maybe 
include an examination of conscience and ask God for forgiveness before bed. Mark the 
children with the sign of the cross and bless them before school in the morning or before 
sporting events or other activities. 

Children should be exposed to a variety of religious experiences – the solemn, the sublime, 
interior and exterior, encountering God in nature, in service to others, and certainly in fun 
and play too. What a difference it makes when parents can foster these sorts of religious 
experiences very early in a child’s life. As they do, such experiences become fun for the child 
and awaken in them wonder and inquisitiveness – and these children are less likely to see 
faith as a bore or an obligation later in life. 

We can remember that all children are given their own abilities and temperament – and faith 
is a divine quality that God will awaken according to His mysterious purpose and plan. Even 
so, I know that God blesses all that we do to share the gift of His love with the children. 

Thanks be to God for the many, many children at Epiphany – under our feet, in our arms, 
and always close to our hearts.

W orship at Epiphany 
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During the Easter season this year, we will read from the Book of Revelation as the second reading. 
Revelation uses apocalyptic language, rich in symbolism, to describe experiences of the early Christian 
community near the end of the first century. In a time of persecution and distress, hyperbole was used as 
a literary convention to express the difficulties seen by the author, as brother turned against brother in the 
face of pressure to turn from the faith. The language of apocalyptic writing – so popular in the first 
century – was used to convey the extreme circumstances in which the church found itself. While the 
selections chosen for the Easter season provide a vision of hope, it is good to recognize that the hope 
they convey comes out of book written at a time when Christians found themselves under siege and 
threatened by Jewish leaders who were expelling them from the synagogues and Roman officials who 
were persecuting them as apostates. 

And so, we begin today with a testimony from a man named John, incarcerated in a Roman penal colony, 
the island of Patmos. Biblical scholars tell us that this John is not the same person as the author of the 
fourth Gospel because the grammar and style of writing are so different. He may have been a disciple of 
John the Evangelist, or someone who was familiar with his work through the Johannine communities in 
Syria. 

In today's Gospel, Jesus appears to the disciples who had sequestered themselves behind closed doors out 
of fear. He comes to give them hope. Though by a different author, the Book of Revelation presents the 
same theme: Jesus appears in order to give hope, to remind the faithful that he lives – an Easter message 
for today as well.           ©2010 Liturgical Publications Inc
