I was humbled by the member who indicated that she spends one hour praying 
in the adoration chapel for each parish member who dies (and for their family). I was 
in awe of the parish member who has six children of his own (with some in our 
school) and still wanted to pay the tuition of another who cannot afford Catholic 
education through the parish Adopt-A-Student program.  

When I asked one of the donors why they do it, they simply responded, “I’m a 
Christian – it’s what we do!” Author and journalist Mitch Albom once wrote, “The 
way you get meaning into your life is to devote yourself to loving others, devote 
yourself to your community around you, and devote yourself to creating something 
that gives you purpose and meaning.” These generous members seemed to have 
captured the true meaning of life and the life of a Christian steward!

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R eflections from the Father Zehren 

Good people of Epiphany, I’m going easy on you this year. 

We as a parish are gearing up, once again, for SpringFest. That means that, beginning May 1, 
the SpringFest raffle tickets will be available, day and night, to be picked up here at the 
parish. All Epiphany families will have an envelope in the church foyer with your name on it 
and waiting for you. 

Due to postal and gambling regulations, we are no longer able to mail the tickets to your 
homes. Therefore, we really are counting on families to take the time to pick up, and then to 
sell, the raffle tickets. A vast portion of our SpringFest proceeds comes from the raffle so the 
success of our event depends on all of you selling your tickets! 

Now comes the part where I decided to go easy on you. Somebody suggested to me that for 
SpringFest this year we should try a reverse raffle. That’s a kind of raffle that nobody wants 
to win. 

How does it work? The names of all Epiphany members automatically would be included for 
the drawing. Then, if you don’t want to be eligible for the prize, you would have to sell your 
tickets and your name would be removed. 

Why would somebody not want to win? Well, what if, for example, the first-prize winner 
would have to put on a costume and sing an embarrassing song on the SpringFest stage? Or 
what if second prize was the privilege of stacking all of the chairs and tables after SpringFest 
was over? Of course, Epiphany just might be magnanimous enough to buy the “lucky” ticket 
back from the winner for a mere $50 – but you can see what a great way this would be to 
ensure that all of those tickets would be sold. 

Yet, as merciful as I am, and confident that all of you will make a good effort to pick up and 
sell your tickets, I decided that we would not do a reverse raffle this year. We will have our 
regular SpringFest raffle with some very nice and valuable prizes. 

But keep thinking about creative ways to sell those tickets so that our SpringFest raffle can be 
a success. Sell a ticket to your neighbor. Sell one to your godparents. Tell them the priest is 
reminding all godparents that they made a promise to help their godchildren to prosper in the 
faith – and what better way is there of doing that than by supporting the godchild’s parish? 

Sell a ticket to somebody you haven’t seen for over ten years. You can tell them your pastor 
gave you this challenge. I would think the people would be flattered to know, after all this 
time, that they were the one you thought of. Buy Mom a ticket for Mother’s Day (but don’t 
go too cheap – take her out for dinner or something too). Tell somebody that for each ticket 
they buy from you, you will pray one rosary for their intentions. 

Then, as you sell your raffle tickets to these dear people, invite them to SpringFest – May 21, 
22, and 23. I know that once they come to Epiphany they too will rejoice and be glad for all 
of the good things that God is doing among us. 

I look forward to another great SpringFest together – Epiphany at its finest!

W orship at Epiphany 

6 

One of the great lines of the Bible, and one of its most important theological concepts, appears in 
today's second reading from the Book of Revelation. The author testifies that he hears the One who sits 
on the throne say: "Behold, I make all things new" (Rev 21:5). Recall that when Revelation was being 
written, the church was undergoing persecution. Those Christians familiar with Jewish writings (what we 
Christians call the Old Testament today) looked to the past to seek out the ways that God had acted 
before. They found resonance in the oracles of deutero-Isaiah, who promised a Messiah after the leaders 
of Israel had been taken to captivity in Babylon. In chapter 43 of Isaiah, God proclaims that he will 
restore Israel, he will do something new by rebuilding the city of Jerusalem. 

Jerusalem becomes symbolic of the eternal dwelling of God's chosen people. It is the place of peace and 
contentment. It is God's dwelling to which every nation on earth comes to dwell. And so it is no 
surprise when the writer of Revelation proclaims to the persecuted Christian community (who saw 
themselves as God's new chosen people, enduring trials just like the Hebrews of long ago) that a new 
Jerusalem is coming down out of heaven as a dwelling place for God and his people. 

This promise of hope in a time of persecution is meant to encourage those who may be tempted to 
falter. In our own day, so many of us have been battered by difficult times. Each of us may have our 
own tale of woe. The Gospel for today reminds us that Jesus gave us a new commandment: to love one 
another. No matter how difficult things may be, that commandment endures. It also gives us hope, for 
we are united in love.
