Galilee — only then to move us from Galilee to Egypt?” It seems that God just likes
to confound census counters.

We may be tempted to wonder sometimes if God likes to confound our work and
plans too. Often God will ask of us things, and for the life of us, we cannot
understand why. Or we work so hard to orchestrate things the way we want them to
be or the way we think things should be but then often God has other plans.

That’s why the virtue of obedience can be such a blessing in the life of a priest and in
every Christian’s life. Bishop Timothy Dolan once wrote that, “We live in a world
that divinizes the will, holding that true happiness only comes when you have the
license to do what you want, when you want, with whom and to whom you want,
how you want, where you want.”

Obedience is very countercultural — especially in a country like ours that was founded
by a revolution. Most people have been conditioned to admire radical independence,
self-will, bravado, and even rebellion. We idolize people who know what they want
and the way they scheme and they plan and they take the bull by the horns until they
get things their way (often not caring who they run over to get it).

Yet Scripture tells us, “Sometimes a way seems right to a man, but the end of it leads
to death” (Prov. 16:25) and “My thoughts are not your thoughts, nor are your ways
my ways, says the Lord. As high as the heavens are above the earth so high are my
ways above your ways” (Isaiah 55:8-9). We come to recognize that the truest
happiness and the greatest blessings will come when we learn to set aside our own
will and submit ourselves in love to the perfect and pleasing will of God.

I'love the priestly vow of obedience. Some people would see it as constraining or
limiting. Really it’s quite liberating. I finally can stop all of the wondering that can
drive a person crazy. I finally can stop wortying about what I need, or what I want, or
what I think is best, or what I think might be better. I just finally rest in God’s hands
—and I am able finally to see. I don’t have to worry. He always takes care of me.

Love your vocation. Be faithful to your call. Those times when you feel frustrated ask
yourself how you might be fighting what God most wants for you. Pay attention to
how much energy you waste and how much trouble and stress you cause trying to get
things your way. Simply recognize that there is glory in what God gives you or where
God has placed you at this moment. Seek foremost what God wants and watch how

eflections on the Gospel

The old spititual, "Twelve Gates to the City," takes the image of today's second reading from the Book of
Revelation and celebrates it in song. The symbolism of a new Jerusalem, in which everyone is welcome, was
first proclaimed by the prophet Isaiah. The author of the Book of Revelation reiterates this at the end of his
apocalyptic vision. The spititual builds on this theme, emphasizing, "Oh, what a beautiful city, hallelujah."

As the author of Revelation makes clear in today's selection, there is no temple or sun ot moon in this new
Jerusalem. The Lord is the temple and the glory of God is the city's light. This is God's dwelling among his
people.

The Gospel of John for today makes the presence of the Lord even clearer. Jesus tells his disciples, "Whoever
loves me will keep my word, and my Father will love him, and we will come to him and make our dwelling
with him" (Jn 14:23). Through baptism God dwells in us-an amazing truth that may escape us in the midst of
daily life.

We want to be with God. We try to live our lives in such a way that we will come at last to the heavenly city,
the new and eternal Jerusalem. And that end-of-life focus is good. We need to be prepared for our final day.
But God already dwells among us, as Jesus told his disciples as they were gathered in the upper room for the
Last Supper. The Lord is here in our midst, now. We are no longer only hoping for a final dwelling with God
in heaven. If God is already dwelling in our midst, then every baptized person that stands before us is Christ.
If that is the case, then we are no longer just being nice to someone because that is the polite thing to do.
Instead, we are giving honor and gloty to God by the respect we show. ©2010 Liturgical Publications Inc
