R eflections from Father Zebren

Good People of Epiphany,

Memorial Day has come and our thoughts turn to summer. For us at Epiphany, that means
taking care of some of our most too-long-neglected projects. Most notably, we have fallen
behind on some of our scheduled parish and school roof repairs. We have been putting this
work off for a while and now the time has come to patch things up or pay some messy
consequences.

Last fall we also let you know that we were having problems with our heat exchange unit. We
were hoping to be able to pull the unit through one more winter. Making the repairs in the
cold months would have required us to turn off the heat and disrupt the operations of our
school and parish. We prayed about this and gambled a little bit and, thanks be to God, we
made it through the winter. Our grace period now has come to an end. This summer we need
to make those $30,000 worth of repairs too.

None of this is the sort of parish work that brings warmth and delight to a priest’s heart. It
presents a strain to our budget, toil for our staff, and varied inconveniences and interruptions
to all of us. Even so, Epiphany is a family and this is the sort of things that all families deal
with. They are things that we need to take care of to keep our parish family strong and
growing.

On a broader scale, our Archdiocese has some things to tend to this summer as well. Most of
you should have heard about the strategic planning that has been taking place across the
Archdiocese for over a year now. Our time of Archdiocesan visioning and planning now is
coming to an end. This summer the Archbishop will be reviewing the recommendations he
has received and he will be calling for some much needed “repairs.”

For many parishes, this could be difficult. Archbishop Nienstedt likely will be asking some
parishes and schools to cluster, to merge, or even to close. Other parishes will have to do
with a reduced priest presence and sacramental schedule. It would be rash for me to speculate
how Epiphany might be affected. I do know, however, that every parish is receiving attention
and will be called to bear some share of the strain.

I know, too, that this is not the sort of work that warms Archbishop Nienstedt’s heart. Even
so, it is work that is important to keep our Archdiocesan family strong and growing.

Archbishop Nienstedt has prepared a letter and information to be shared with all of the
parishes as we celebrate Pentecost. That letter and some of the information is on page four of
this bulletin. There is a link to the complete information on the homepage of our website
under “What’s New at Epiphany.” Please read all the information and ask the Holy Spirit to
guide our Archdiocese in this time of strategic planning. Pray for our Archbishop and the
difficult decisions that he must make.

Thank you, Epiphany, for being ever willing even when the work is not so glamorous or

pleasant. Let’s be faithful to the work that God sets before us and surely God will bless us
and, through us, many generations yet to come. Come Holy Spirit!

Why Change is Needed

Many parishes have been living beyond their means

E  More than 25% of parishes are being monitored by the Archdiocese due to setious debt
and budget issues

E  25% of Catholic schools receive subsidies from the Archdiocese

We are supporting excess capacity

E  In parishes across the Archdiocese, 32% of weekend Masses are less than 1/3 full

E  Catholic schools have approximately 20% more seats than they have students

The Archdiocesan population is aging

E  From 2005 to 2015 the fastest growing age group within the Twin Cities is 55 to 69
years of age

Ethnic diversity is once again growing in the Archdiocese

E  The current growth in the number of Catholics in the Archdiocese is fueled almost
exclusively by immigration

E  There are now a significant number of Latino people living within a five minute drive of
every parish

The number of parishes continues to change in response to conditions

E  The Archdiocese currently has 217 patishes, that’s 10 fewer than a decade ago

The number of pastors will decline

E  There are currently 182 priests eligible to be pastor, in 10 years that number is projected
to be 163.

E It often takes 8-12 years for a man entering seminary to be educated, trained, ordained,
and have enough pastoral experience to be eligible for assignment as a pastor.
