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Good People of Epiphany,  

Romance is in the air. It’s peak wedding season at Epiphany. People often accuse the 
Catholic Church with being out of touch with the modern world, but there is one area where 
our American culture and the Catholic Church are in complete agreement – romance is 
important!  

Nobody, nobody, nobody takes love and romance more seriously than the Catholic Church. 
Popular culture presents lovers as saying to one another, ―I would climb the highest 
mountain for you. I would swim the deepest ocean for you.‖ Even then, it’s usually just 
sentimental puffery. They likely don’t really and literally mean it, nor do they ever intend even 
to try.  

Only in the Catholic Church do you have two people so deeply committed to love one 
another that they are able to profess and to resolve in the most earnest way possible, ―I 
promise to be faithful to you, to love and honor you for the rest of my life – and as a 
guarantee I stake my eternal salvation on it. I make this solemn pledge before God. Let my 
eternal soul be judged by how well I have fulfilled my vow to love you!‖ 

Only in the Catholic Church is the marriage bed so beautiful and so special that it is regarded 
as the gravest and most damnable of sins to defile it. What joy comes to couples who have 
between them something that is so sacred and pure and beautiful that they would never even 
think to do anything that might dishonor it or cheapen it.  

That’s the sort of total-self-gift, hold-nothing-back romance that our hearts hunger for. 
Hollywood could never hold a candle to the burning passionate devotion that is expressed by 
couples as they profess the vows of Catholic marriage. Thanks be to God that the Catholic 
Church takes romantic love that seriously. All else are merely pretenders.  

Congratulations to all of the couples who this season will experience for the first time the 
supreme bliss of Catholic marriage. Let them be examples to all married couples of how lofty 
and meaningful married life really is. Let them be witnesses to our young people and single 
people of how noble and absolutely worthwhile it is to guard their hearts and preserve 
themselves in purity for their one lasting love.  

Allow me also to extend an invitation to other couples in our community too. Now and then 
I meet someone who was baptized Catholic but, for one reason or another, was married 
outside of the Catholic Church and without the proper dispensation – by a justice of the 
peace or in another non-Catholic church. Such couples are encouraged to contact the parish 
office or to speak to a priest so that they too can profess and enjoy the fullness of 
sacramental love in their families.  

There also might be some who have attempted a second marriage without having the 
previous union resolved in the eyes of the Church. We can help you too – to understand and 
experience love like you might never have thought possible.  

C.S. Lewis once wrote, "Joy is the serious business of heaven." We Catholics take our love 
seriously. As we do, we come also to experience some pretty serious joy. Thanks be to God 
for such unsurpassable gifts.
