Archdiocese Planning Process Continues
There are several types of changes which are
possible in parishes and schools as a result of
the archdiocesan planning process decisions
announced by the Archbishop this upcoming
fall. Changes will be announced at weekend
Masses on October 16 and 17.

Although the changes will be challenging,
they are necessary to ensure the health of our
Archdiocese for us now and for generations
to come. While it is true that these changes
are triggered by economic and demographic
factors, the main goal of the planning process
is to foster a revitalized and sustainable local
Church, our Archdiocese.

As we move forward, all parishes and schools
will be expected to increase collaboration
with other parishes and/or schools as well as
regularly evaluate resources.

Definition of types of changes:

Collaboration: intentional sharing of
personnel, programs or resources between
two or more parishes or schools; some
parishes and schools identified as “mission
critical” will be supported by all parishes in
the Archdiocese

Cluster: two or more parishes that share a
pastor; separate parishes retain their parish
status and basic organizational structure

Merger: two or more parishes or Catholic
school communities combine into one;
church and/or school buildings may be
closed as a result of mergers.

The Spread of the Kingdom

The Great Adventure Bible Study returns to Epiphany this September with a 20 week study
of Acts taking place here on Monday evenings. Step three in The Great Adventure Bible
Study Program, Adventures in Acts: the Spread of the Kingdom, builds on The Bible
Timeline and Adventures in Matthew by showing how Christ’s Kingdom on earth is
empowered to carry out his work in the world. The book of Acts shows the Church,
enlivened by the Holy Spirit, teaching, preaching, healing, and restoring outcasts in the same
way that Jesus did on earth. The Acts of the Apostles provides an historic framework for
understanding the rest of the New Testament. Paul’s letters in particular come alive in a new
way when they are read within the context of the Acts narrative. During this study you will

i See how the Gospel witness spread outward in waves, from Jerusalem to Judea and
Samaria, and finally to the ends of the earth.

i Share with the eatly Christians the joys and struggles of living the life of Christ, and learn
how these apply to us today.

i See how the Holy Spirit guided the apostles into Truth.

i Observe the way the Spirit-filled Church adapted to new cultures when proclaiming the
Gospel.

i Watch the seeds of Church structure and authority take root, and discover how conflicts
were resolved even at that early stage.

i See your place in Christ’s Church, and how you are called to live day-to-day as a disciple
of Christ.
