Dear Parents/Guardians: 
 
God has blessed us in many ways.  We are honored that you have chosen to entrust your son/daughter to us 
for their formal faith formation.  We are partners with you in providing prayer, faith experiences, formal 
classes, community building, and service opportunities. 
 
Enclosed are the 2009–2010 Faith Formation Registration and Volunteer forms.  We need the registrations 
early so we have more time to recruit and train volunteers for our 900+ children/teens.  We are having an 
Early Bird Special. Everyone registered by June 30 will have tuition at this year’s tuition rate ($75 per 
child with a household maximum of $225).  Those who are registered after June 30 will have tuition of $100 
per child with a household maximum of $300.  Anyone registered AFTER August 1 will be placed on a 
waiting list.  I know that some of you do not know your child’s fall schedules.  That’s all right.  Please 
register now.  If you need to make changes you can contact our office.  We do ask that you provide payment 
with the registration.  There are three ways to pay: check, credit card or monthly withdrawal.  No family is 
turned down because of financial challenges.  
 
Who should register? 

o Children who are 3 by September 1, 2009 (Sunday School) 
o Children in grades K – 10 who attend a public/charter school or who are home schooled 
o 10th graders who attend a Catholic High School (no fee for Confirmation prep) 
o 2nd graders who attend a Catholic School other than Epiphany (no fee for sacramental prep) 
o Current 8th graders in Epiphany School who will be attending a public high school 
o Confirmed teens in grades 11 & 12 are encouraged to attend Sunday nights (no fee) 
 

Please review the program descriptions on the back of this letter.  Calendars will be available on our parish 
website (www.epiphanymn.org) or in the parish office in early August.  All sessions begin the week of 
September 20th.  We need hundreds of volunteers.  Please take time to reflect on how you might share your 
gifts in one of our programs.

Program Descriptions/Options: 
 
Sunday School: For children who are 3 by September 1, 2009 through grade 1.  The programs are during 
the 8:45 and 10:30 Masses. 
 
Special Education: Designed for children with special educational needs.  Meets during the 10:30 Mass. 
 
Elementary: Grades 1–5.  Classes meet Tuesdays from 6:30–7:45 and Wednesdays at either 5:00–6:15 or 
6:45–8:00. 
 First Reconciliation and First Eucharist: Parents are directly involved in helping their children 
prepare for these sacraments.  There are parent sessions and learning centers. 

Rite of Christian Initiation of Children: Designed for children in grades 4–10 who have not 
received Baptism, Reconciliation and/or Eucharist.  Classes meet on Wednesdays from 6:45–8:00.  Please 
list RCIA on the registration form under session. 
 
Middle School: Teens in grades 6–8 have a choice of two different class models.  Sunday evenings are 
from 7:00–8:30 and use the LifeTeen format which is more of a youth ministry/interactive model.  
Wednesday evening sessions are from either 5:00–6:15 or 6:45–8:00.  This model is a more formal setting 
using the Harcourt Religion Series.  We also offer a variety of youth events throughout the year. 
 
High School: Teens in grades 9–10 have a choice of two different class models.  Teens in grades 9 & 10 
are part of Confirmation preparation.  Teens in grades 11 & 12 who have already been confirmed are 
encouraged to participate and help at the Sunday evening session.  Sunday evenings are from 7:00–8:30 
and use the LifeTeen format which is more of a youth ministry/interactive model.  Wednesday evenings 
are from either 5:00–6:15 or 6:45–8:00.  This is a more formal model using St. Mary’s Press Catholic 
Youth Handbook.  Teens are expected to participate on a very regular basis because this is preparation 
for Confirmation.  In 10th grade there are special additional sessions and a retreat for those being 
confirmed.  We also provide various youth events throughout the year. 
 10th Graders attending a Catholic High School: must be registered (no fee) and attend the 
special Confirmation sessions and a retreat.  They are not required to attend weekly class sessions.  Please 
list CHS on the registration form under session. 
 
Home School: A program designed for parents who wish to teach their children/teen at home.  We will 
provide materials.  If your child/teen is celebrating a sacrament, attendance at the special 
meetings/retreat/learning centers is required.
